PATHS TO ABOLISH THE DEATH
PENALTY IN NORTH AFRICA
AND IN THE MIDDLE EAST

Thursday, February 1%, afternoon

None of the region's 22 countries have
abolished the death penalty. Notably,
even though Morocco, Tunisia and
Algeria have not executed any prison-
er for over 10 years, they still sentence
to death. Others like Saudi Arabia and
Iran hang and lapidate more than one
hundred prisoners each year. The
death penalty is inscribed in North
Africa's as well as in the Middle East's
penal landscape. Despite all of this,
voices rise against this practice and
question it.

CHINA, THE DEATH PENALTY
AND THE OLYMPIC GAMES

Friday, February 2", afternoon

The exact number of executions is one
of the best kept state secrets in China.
The reality is frightening: an estimated
10,000 executions are carried out each
year. Starting January 2007, a penal
measure should slow down the number
of executions. Chinese abolitionists are
starting to make their voices heard,
even on the international scene. More
than ever, the 2008 Olympic Games in
Beijing can be used to put pressure on
China to carry out the fight against the
death penalty.

ROUND TABLES
ABOLITION STRATEGIES

To date, 98 countries still retain the death penalty. Among retention-
ist countries, 30 have not carried out an execution for at least the last
10 years. Some strategies to help them become abolitionists: to ratify
international treaties and to strengthen international and regional
organizations, guardians of these treaties. These are the goals of the
World Coalition Against the Death Penalty for 2007.

CRIMINAL JUSTICE
